• They use the toilet independently for the first time.

• They carefully make a colourful card for a relative.

How do I fill in a proud cloud and where do I get extra clouds from?

All we need is a sentence to briefly explain why you are pleased with your child, your signature, and the date. Please write your child’s name on the back of the cloud.

You can get extra clouds from a box on the door where you drop off and collect your child. They will also be on the school website.

What will happen to the proud clouds?
We will share them with the class and then stick them on our Proud Cloud display. We will also use the information to help us plan the next steps in

their learning.
