Unfortunately, our whole school attendance percentage is currently
worse than when we were last inspected. If your child’s attendance
is below 95% then it is impossible for our school to prove Ofsted
wrong and currently there are 24 children that are not yet at 95%

attendance.

WHY DOES IT MATTER?

A missed school day is a lost opportunity for children to learn . A re-
cent study in America found that children who attend school regu-

larly often achieve at higher levels in reading, writing and maths
than children who do not have regular attendance.

PERCENTAGES AS DAYS MISSED:

95% attendance =2 weeks of absences
90% attendance =4 weeks of absences
85% attendance = 6 weeks of school absences

80% attendance = 9 weeks of school absences
